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“Jesus said to the Twelve: Fear no one. Nothing is 
concealed that will not be revealed, nor secret 
that will not be known … And do not be afraid of 
those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul; 
rather be afraid of the one who can destroy both 
body and soul in Gehenna.” 
 

We live in an age of fear. Violence and the effects 
of war surround us. Millions of refugees have fled 
their homes, living in camps and poverty, away 
from their roots and loved ones. Families are 
shattered by division and lack of understanding. 
War produces hatred and gives it new force and 
indifference allows it to continue. 

 

It is amazing how persons forced to live in such 
conditions can have hope for a better day. Surely 
they can hardly become worse. We, who live in 
comfort and know of hardship only through the 
media, ought to spend a few moments asking: 
“What do I fear?” For some it might be sickness or 
a radical treatment for it. For others it might be an 
employment question or family issue. Though 
these are real, bring them to the Lord. 
 

The late Bishop Francis Xavier Nguyen Thuan, a 
prisoner in Viet Nam for twelve years, wrote that 
we have to fear only one thing – sin. He was able 
to befriend his captors and witnessed to them. He 
told the story of those who wanted to punish St. 
John Chrysostom. Some said imprison him, but 
he would have time to pray. Others exile him, but 
his God is everywhere. Others said to kill him, but 
he would be going to the Lord. Finally they said 
he hates sin above all else. Try to make him sin. 
He was a saint. Therefore if your only fear is sin 
no one will be stronger than you. 
 

 
First Reading: Jeremiah 20:10-13  
Because the prophet Jeremiah foretold disaster 
for Jerusalem, he was denounced. But Jeremiah 
trusted in the Lord and overcame his persecutors.  
 
Second Reading: Romans 5:12-15  
Paul explains to the Romans that Adam’s sin 
brought death to all, but Christ’s gift of himself 
brought grace and life.  
 
Gospel: Matthew 10:26-33  
In authoritative and encouraging words, Jesus 
urges the apostles to fear nothing -- only him who 
can destroy the soul. Telling them “every hair of 
your head has been counted,” he promises that 
“Whoever acknowledges me before men I will 
acknowledge before my Father in heaven.”
