HIS WORD TODAY !

JULY 20, 2008

“The Spirit comes to the aid of our weakness for
we do not know to pray as we ought, but the
Spirit  Himself intercedes with inexpressible
groanings”... “the kingdom of heaven is like a
mustard seed ... the kingdom of heaven is like
yeast”...“explain to us the parable.”

Listening to the Word of God today, we are
reminded of the role of the Spirit, helping us to
respond to God’s promptings in prayer. When
“I” decide to pray, it is God’s grace which moves
me in this direction. | pause and ask that the
Spirit of God will speak to and through me.

Jesus taught His friends to pray, to speak with
His Father as His Spirit comes to us. He taught
us specifically to pray for the coming of His
kingdom; Jesus’ kingdom is the kingdom of
grace, of His power, of His presence. It is at
work in us at this very moment.

The smallest of seeds and the unnoticed yeast,
both with the power of life within them, do their
work in us. We respond to God's grace. We
collaborate in the building of the kingdom.
Others may not see what we do, but each
person can unleash the power of God’'s Spirit
as we work to extend His kingdom.

The next time you see a roll or bagel with poppy
or sesame seeds, think of the smallest of all
seeds and the power it contains. The next time
you notice the difference of pita bread or a wrap
and distinguish it from regular white or rye,
remember the teaching of Jesus. That seed,
that yeast, is at work in the church and in every
one of us.

READINGS for the Week

First Reading: Wisdom 12:13, 16-19

This passage from the Book of Wisdom
addresses itself to God, giving praise and
thanksgiving for his mercy.

Second Reading: Romans 8:26-27

Paul indicates that since people are, in general,
unaccustomed to the manner of praying, of
speaking directly to God, the Holy Spirit will
intercede for them.

Gospel: Matthew 13:24-43

According to Matthew, Jesus speaks of the “reign
of God” in three parables: the man who soweth
good seed, the mustard seed, and the yeast. In
each parable, Jesus demonstrates that once the
“reign of God” had been established, it grew and
spread.
